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At Abundant Church, we understand and
believe as Christians that salvation is found
through believing in Jesus Christ as our Lord
and our Savior.

We believe that He died on the cross so that
we can have an everlasting life, while living in
relationship with Him here on earth and in
heaven. Jesus came to the earth with
salvation in His hands, and the abundant life
of grace, wisdom and peace is available for
all who believe in Hm (Romans 10:9-10; John 10:10).

Exodus 3:14 tells us, “And God said to Moses, “I| AM WHO | AM.” And He
said, “Thus you shall say to the children of Israel,“l AM has sent me to you.”

In this verse, the Lord reveals Himself as the great | AM, which translates
to the name Yahweh. In the Gospels, Jesus reveals Himself as the | AM,
Yahweh. The literal definition of Yahweh means that Jesus is our Savior,
our Deliverer and our Redeemer. This reveals to us the Lord’s true identity
and character. Jesus came to save us for all time, to deliver us from the
curse of sin and death, and to redeem us from the power of shame and

condemnation over our lives.

In the Gospel of John, Jesus makes 7 powerful “l| AM” statements. Each
one expands on our understanding of who He is and what He provides for
us as Yahweh. We pray that through these 7 truths we've outlined for you,
you'll come to understand who Jesus is so that you can draw closer to
Him, and trust that when you obey Him, His delight is to give you the
desires of your heart and go beyond what you could have ever imagined
(Psalm 37:4; Ephesians 3:20).

John 6:37 And Jesus said to them, “l am the bread of
life. He who comes to Me shall never hunger, and He
who believes in Me shall never thirst.”

- Jesus came to give us real, deep personal
satisfaction. We all have physical “hungers and thirsts,”
but He explains to us that our deepest hunger is
spiritual and not physical. Jesus is the bread of life to
sustain us spiritually. Faith in Him, not the pursuit of
material possessions or the gain of worldly approval, is
what sustains us, now and for eternity.

John 8:12 Then Jesus spoke to them again saying, “I
am the light of the world. He who follows Me shall not
walk in darkness, but have the light of life.”

- We live in a broken world darkened by the sin of
mankind. Jesus came to bring light and life to this
world, and His light is a light that no darkness can put
out. His Word and His way of doing things will lead you
and guide you to the life He wants to provide for you.

John 10:7 Then Jesus said to them again, “Most
assuredly, | say to you, | am the door of the sheep.”

- Jesus came to bring us salvation and an abundant
life, and He is the only way to find either. He is the door,
the entrance into the life our Heavenly Father wants us
to have. We are His sheep. He leads us, guides us and
protects us. Through Him, we find direction, safety and
protection.

John 10:11 “| am the good shepherd. The good
shepherd gives His life for the sheep.”

- God is good, not some of the time, but all of the time.
Who God is defines what God does. God is good and
He does good. Jesus gave up His life for anyone who
would choose to believe and proclaim Him as their
Lord and Savior. The ultimate act of love and
goodness is to sacrifice yourself for the benefit of
others. That is exactly what He did for us on the cross.
He truly is our good Shepherd.

John 11:25 Jesus said to her, “l am the resurrection
and the life.

John 14:6 Jesus said to Him, “l am the way, the truth
and the life. No one comes to the Father except
through Me.”

Salvation is found
through a personal relationship with Jesus. There is no
other way to God. The beautiful thing about salvation
is that it is not the end, it is the beginning. Once you
have found God, His truth is revealed to show you a
life that truly satisfies.

- Just as a branch must stay connected to the vine to
live and to bear fruit, Jesus reveals to us that we must
stay connected to Him and the Father to bear Godly
fruit and live the life He truly wants us to live.
